We ask worshippers who will be 

communing to pick up one of these communion 

kits as they enter the worship space.  We will re-

main in our seats and all commune together.  Our 

invitation to commune with us is:  All those who 

have been Baptized and affirm, with us, that Jesus 

is truly present in, with and under the bread and 

wine are welcome to participate in the sacrament 

of Holy Communion.
